We offer our middle and high school dancers an opportunity to audition for our resident 
company.  Our Children’s Dance Theatre, produces original and highly successful fall  
productions, that are presented for enthusiastic school audiences as well as the public. 
 
We encourage and direct our more serious students to further their dance education with 
various workshops and regional ballet companies.  We are proud of all our students,  
including those who have been accepted into audition-only summer programs such as those 
offered by the prestigious Boston Ballet, Houston Ballet, Ballet Aspen, and Joffrey Ballet, 
as well as those who continue to dance at the college level.

Registration Fees 
Each student is required to pay a yearly  
registration fee.  New and returning  
students' first month tuition (August)  
includes this fee.  Students registering after 
August will pay a non-refundable $20 fee. 
 
Tuition 
Tuition is based on the number of classes 
taken per week.  Tuition payments remain 
the same regardless of the number of weeks 
in a month or absences.  Payments may be 
made monthly, quarterly, or annually, in 
advance, but due at the first lesson of each 
month.  A $5 late fee will be added if  
payment has not been received by the 15th 
or the month and statements will be sent out 
if you are overdue.  Please put your child's 
name on all checks. 
 
Withdrawal Policy 
If a student wishes to withdraw, please  
inform us immediately so we can give a 
child on the waiting list a chance to dance.  
Billing to the account will continue until we 
are formally notified. 
 
Costume Fees 
Costumes are ordered for students to  
perform in the recital in May.  All  
costumes cost between $50-$60 per class 
and will be due by December 12th.  We  
understand that this deadline hits right before 
Christmas; however, we are forced to order 
costumes in December to ensure delivery 
before our recital dates.  If you would like to 
start a payment plan to cover this fee before 
December, please speak to the secretary at 
the desk about it.  This fee is non-refundable 
after January 15th.

Absentee Policy 
Attendance is taken at each class.  Good 
attendance is imperative, as absences and 
tardies can hold back an entire class, and 
our instructors cannot compromise our  
responsibilities to the rest of the class for 
the sake of one student.  Please make 
every effort to have your child at every 
class.  Students may not miss more than 
four classes per semester.  Creative  
Outlet cannot refund accounts for classes 
missed, regardless of illness or other  
reasons.

Please label all clothing and shoes with 
child’s name in permanent marker.

pink tights, and pink ballet shoes.   

• Jazz students may wear a leotard or 
appropriate top with tights or jazz 
pants and black jazz shoes of their 
choice. 

• Hip Hop dance sneakers, loose pants 
and approved t-shirt. 

• Tap students are required to have 
black tap shoes & same attire as Jazz. 

• Acro students wear leotards with no 
tights and bare feet. 

• Modern students may wear dance-
wear of choice with no shoes.

Dropping Off and Picking Up 
Students 
Please make sure students are on time for classes 
and picked up on time after class.  We have a 
large waiting area and dressing room where  
students coming directly from school can dress, 
do homework, and wait for their class to begin.  
The studio opens each day at 3 pm.  We cannot be 
responsible for children before that time or for 
any activity that goes on outside of the building.  
Parents and guardians are responsible for 
young children until class begins.  There is a 
large municipal parking lot near our building if 
you need to park while picking up your child.  Do 
not stop in the driveway to wait for any reason.  
If you do not see your child out front, drive 
around the block or park in the lot.  A backed-up 
car line creates traffic congestion on Section 
Street and danger for our students, and the police 
are giving tickets for leaving your car on Masonic 
Drive. 
 

Visiting Classes 
Generally, parents are not encouraged to watch 
classes, as this disrupts the dancers’  
concentration.  You are welcome to wait in the 
lobby while class is in session.  We invite  
families to attend classes November  3rd—14th to 
see their children’s progress. 

Etiquette 
Students of dance at Creative Outlet must  
exhibit characteristics conducive to learning the 
discipline of dance: concentration, focus,  
punctuality, respect of authority, respect for 
peers, social skills and willingness to learn.  
Any student who chooses not to express  
positive behavior will be asked to seek dance 
training elsewhere.

Course Description 
Creative Dance 
Introduces the young child to the fundamentals of dance - movement, rhythm,  
coordination, and music appreciation - through creative exploration and  
direction.  The child learns to follow dance instruction in a fun and playful format.  

Pre-Ballet/Jazz 

Students learn the basic positions of ballet and elements of barre, center, and 
across-the-floor dance steps, which develop grace, balance and coordination.  

Ballet 1 and 2 

Continues to improve the fundamentals of classical dance, stressing the physical 
and written vocabulary of steps and pre-pointe work.  

Ballet 3 

This class is designed to enable the beginning dancer to develop concentration, 
self-discipline, and good class skills as body awareness is improved.  Ballet and 
jazz exercises stress posture, stretch, and coordination of muscle groups and  
responsiveness to rhythmic and musical patterns of dance.  

For the more advanced dancer.  Emphasizes polishing and strengthening all  
aspects of the art form. 

Ballet 5 

This form of dance explores dynamics of style inspired by jazz and popular  
music.  It teaches correct body alignment and stretch and flex of muscles and  
creates an understanding of movement and style through progressive patterns of 
motion.  

Jazz 

Tumbling fundamentals of gymnastic floor exercises - rolls, cartwheels,  
handsprings, etc. - safely taught by a well-trained instructor with individual  
participation.  

Acrobatic Dance 

An interpretive dance form usually done barefoot with steps and gestures freely 
based on movement.  Using the floor for centering and grounding, modern is 
unique in its appearance.  This class will focus on alignment, musicality,  
vocabulary, and expression.  The class will also incorporate contemporary and  
improvisation dance. 

Modern 

The rhythmic footwork skills of tap dancing require concentration and counting.  

Tap 

Progresses to complex barre work and center combinations, with increased  
emphasis on technique, pointe work, and performing skills.  

Ballet 4 

An urban-street form of dance that is fun and diverse.  This is a high energy class 
that breaks down the current styles of hip hop using the sounds of rap, R&B, and 
pop music.
